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    Twice in the past few weeks I have found people outside 

the church walking around with camera in hand taking pic-

tures of various parts of our amazing building.  One evening 

after a late committee meeting, I bumped into a few high 

school students doing time-lapse photography of the steeple 

and the moon.  Iôm still hoping for a few copies of that one!  

More recently I found a man photographing our many stained 

glass windows.  After some conversation I recalled that we 

had met several years ago when the trustees were doing a 

broad survey of the state of our facilities.  As an expert from a 

firm that deals exclusively with stained glass, he had been 

called in to do an assessment of the state of our many glorious 

windows.  What he had found seven years ago (and was back 

to follow-up on) was that while none of our windows were in 

immediate peril, with many of them over one hundred years 

old, they were beginning to be in need of some well-planned 

attention.  As is the case with all stained glass, the constant 

barrage of the elements, the changes in temperature, and sim-

ply the weight of the glass itself eventually takes a toll.  The 

intricate painting done over the stained glass begins to fade 

(which is the reason why we have the one window with the 

somewhat disturbing eyeless Jesus ï once upon a time he did 

have eyes!)  The lead weakens and the windows begin to shift 

and sag.  Eventually, like most things in life, without attention 

the windows will collapse. 

      The work of restoration is both intensive and expensive.  

The windows need to be taken down and taken apart.  They 

are then carefully rebuilt with new lead to hold it together, and 

in some cases (like Jesusô eyes) repainted, and then finally 

reset in place.  Done rightly, the windows will be in good 

shape for the next hundred years to inspire and draw all who 

come through the doors of the church closer to God. 

      In the days ahead, our trustees will be assessing and plan-

ning for any needed work on our windows.  Stay tuned.  But 

as we enter this season of Lent, it is our time as a community 

of faith to do similar work in a spiritual sense.  Just as the win-

dows of our building shine with beauty and tell the story of 

God to all who enter, so our life together is to shine and to 

reflect the love, truth and grace of God.  But it doesnôt happen 

without commitment and effort.  Like we approach the win-

dows, we need to take a realistic and even challenging look at 

our current spiritual state.  What are we doing well?  Where 

have we wandered off the path?  Where does the light shine 

through us well and where is God obscured by grit and grime, 

wear and tear?  Where are all the facets of our life together 

holding together nicely and where are the strains and weak 

spots ï the places that need to be tended and strengthened. 

    This Lent, may we all engage in such Lenten ñdisciplines.ò   

May we be bold enough to seek a clearer picture of who we 

are as individuals and as a community of faith.  In our per-

sonal readings, prayer and study, in gatherings for worship 

and conversation, in our service and in our generosity, may we 

seek together to be that well-tended stained glass window that 

shines brightly and clearly with the love and grace of God.
